	Starter (Slides 2-3)
Discussion: What does ‘dignity’ mean?
Children to discuss in Talk Partners/small groups. Teacher to gather responses and break open rationale.
Main Teach (Slides 4-23)
Walk through the slides in the PowerPoint.
Please note the sensitivity mention in the first slide’s notes.
Reminder of six CST principles. Today’s focus will be Dignity of Workers.
A job is more than simply a means to make money – it gives people purpose and helps them feel like they have an important role in society. 

Bible passages from Genesis and 2 Timothy ground the principle in theology. Children need to understand that Dignity of Workers is not a modern idea – it is spoken about in the Bible.

Discussion: What things do you think everyone should have in their jobs?
Talk partners/small groups to discuss. Teacher to gather responses and break open rationale.

Before agreeing with children’s ideas, move on to teach about the London Dock Workers’ Strike. Explain that workers didn’t always have rights. The fairness workers experience today had to be fought for and demanded.

Emphasise Cardinal Manning’s role – his support for the Dock Workers leant credence to their cause.

Discussion: What things do you think give people dignity in their work?
Talk partners/small groups. Children should be able to extrapolate from what the London Dock Workers fought for to inform their answers. Add any other ideas to the provided list
Introduce the Fairtrade Foundation as an organisation that tries to combat the unfairness/indignity that workers in Developing Nations often face.
Discussion: How would everyone committing to buying Fairtrade products help towards the Common Good? What could be the barriers to some people purchasing Fairtrade products?
