	Starter (Slides 2-3)
Discussion: 
Chn in small groups asked to think of celebrities/famous people who they could place along a scale from ‘Less Important’ to ‘More Important’.
After a few minutes of discussion, stop and ask whether this activity was fair. Is this what we should be doing? How would it feel to be classed ‘less important’ than someone else? Why would you feel that way?
Main Teach (Slides 4-16)
Walk through the slides in the PowerPoint.
Reminder of six CST principles. Today’s focus will be Dignity.

Treating someone with dignity means treating them with love, kindness and fairness. We should treat everyone this way because God made and loves everyone. 
Discussion: Why should we treat everyone with dignity? What does treating everyone with dignity look like?
Slides 8-10 provide context for the principle. Discuss what the bible passages and quote from Pope Francis mean. What do they tell us about treating others with dignity? 
Discussion: What do they tell us about God’s plan for us? How do they teach us how to live our lives?
The I Am Better Than OK poem was written by a child, their age. Read through the poem aloud and discuss what the children think it means.

It is important for the children to know that they are extraordinary just the way they are. They are worthy of love and respect because God created them. It is important, too, for the children to remember that they all have gifts and talents which make them special. 
Discussion: Why is it important to remember that everyone is better than OK? What does this tell us about how we should treat everyone?
